World Polio Day an opportunity
to promote Rotary’s challenge

World Polio Day, 24 Octo-
ber, is an ideal time to raise
public awareness of the
ravages of polio and sup-
port for its eradication.

Communities are more
likely to contribute to Rotarys USS200
Million Challenge for polio eradication
if they know that ending the disease will
spare children forever from death and
disability caused by polio and save an es-
timated $1 billion per year that could be
spent on overcoming other public health
CONCETNS,

Rotary clubs and districts can use
World Polio Day, which falls on a Sat-
urday this year, to launch or conclude a
full week of activities. Clubs could ar-
range screenings of The Final Inch at one
or more community theaters, for exam-
ple. This Academy Award-nominated,
38-minute documentary (available at
wwwthelinalinchorg) follows health
workers, including Rotarian volunteers,
as they immunize children in India.

Clubs can also encourage local news
outlets to run polio-related public ser-

vice announcements. Rotarys USS200
Million Challenge DVD (985) includes
the broadcast-quality PSAs The End Is in
Sight and The Lasi Hurdle, among other
materials.

Other ideas include distributing the
illustrated Amazing Stories of Polio! (976)
at schools and libraries, and giving End
Polio Now Pins (988) to those who do-
nate to Rotary's challenge.

nder the auspices of the Reach

O to Africa initiative, District

G440 (linnis, USA) and the Ro-
tary Club of Durbanville, South Africa,
partnered with the World Health Imag-
ing Alliance to fund and install a digital
imaging scanmer at a hospital i rural
Clanwilliam, South Africa. This system
replaced the hospitals old X-ray equip-
ment in September, enhancing patient
care by improving diagnosis,

Ina separate effort supported by Reach
Out to Africa, four other African coun-
tries received 20 infant incubators in late
June. To help improve maternal health
and reduce child mortality, Rotarians
from India purchased the incubators and
wiorked with clubs in the host countries —
Ethiopia, Migeria, Tanzania, and Uganda
— to raise funds for transportation and
part charges.

The Beach Out to Africa initiative is
striving to increase service projects, pro-
mote collaboration, and boost Rotary
club membership and program involve-
ment on the continent,

“Africa has always been full of chal-
lenges, where the needs surpass the re-
sources,” says Past RI Director Orscelik
Balkan, a member of the ad hoc commit-
toe oversecing the initiative. Reach Ouwt
to Africa focuses on projects related to
water, health, literacy and education, eco.
nomic empowerment, children’s welfare,
and disabilities.
